2. Discussion of Bus Service with Mary Anderson, WTA Transit Planner
Andersonasked for questiongs well as any concerns that Western bus riders may have
expressedegarding WTA servicesPutich stated that bus service has become very important
for Westerrnbecause for the first time, its parking lots are at capacity. SBO staff have
conducted surveys the last two summers as part of their test of zone p&daadty and
staff permit holdersvere specifically asked whether they would consider ysirmjic
transportation About99% of them sa they cannot use the bus. Some of the reasons given
include: 1) they are unfamiliar with the procé&sshich bus to take, whe@nd wherto catch
it, etc. 2) timeliness of taking the buslouble or triple the time it takes to drive by car, 3)
frequency of bus servidehaving to take a much earlier bus to account for travel time and
bus frequency, as well &swer busservices later in theevenng andon weekendslt was
noted thathe total number of respondents was small, however their respimseffectthe
main reasong/hy more employees do not use public transportation.

Putich stated that getting 1% of people out of their cars and onto basssdsesas one

step in an ongoing process to reduce people parking on campus. Just getting a 1% change
each year has the potential to eventually persuade higher percentages of people to change.
Getting people to commute even one day per week canaseveneans to then get them to
eventually commute 2 days per week, and possibly more over time.

Anderson stated that from her experience having worked on the Whatcom County Council of
Government ds Smart Trips Pr ogridathebusi Thei s very
most common reason she hears is Alt doesnot
change is sitting down with these people and finding out what is needed to make it work. For
example, based on feedback they received they adkedauks, but like anything new it

took people time to get used to using thaMTA has also invested a lot of effort into

making their websiteh{tp://www.ridewta.con)/user friendly and interactive to address

manyof the questionabout taking the bus.

It was noted that before the Student Bus Pass, a much larger percentage of students walked to
campus. Now with the Pass they are boarding the bus to ride even short distances to and
from campus.

Implementing changes is usually on a tyear cycle because of the need to engage the

public and follow dugrocess procedures.

Willis stated that any service level agreement in an MOA the University has with WTA

woul d articulate that students are purchasin
Putichreported the same is true for parking perniiés, that the permit holder has purchased

the right to access parking on campus, but not the guarantee of a parking space. That said,
people can purchase a Reserved Parking Space permit that would guarantee their ability to

park in that space. The casdtthe permit is much higher than the general access permits.

Armstrong stated that there are staff who live throughout the county and taking the bus into
work takes too long. She investigated taking the bus, however it would add several hours to
her wok day because of bus frequency a@sdchedule.

Anderson stated that WTA had purchased more buses and hired 5 new drivers. It was noted
however, that the new buses and drivers were merely replacements and were not adding to
WTAOGs bus s e rMarkienecz asked vehatheotmese was federal and/or state

grant funding to helpounties upgrade, enhance, and/or expand bus services since the

Commute Trip Reduction programsandated. Anderson replied there are grant funds from

the Washington Departmeaf Transportation, but they are specifically for providing service

to rural areas and transportation hubs. That is why they applied for grant funding for the

Lincoln Creek Transportation Center as a hub. WTA is hesitant to pursue grant funding

becaus¢ hey dondét want to |l ock in the funding a
very low ridership.

Willis asked whether maps of faculty and staff locations throughout the coaulty provide
WTA with data on those areas with the highest densii®églp drive service decisions.
Moreover, a map of students would help too. The data may help in future M@Aspture
more employee ridershigullivan and Putich were unsure when a map was made, if any, in
the past however Aune stated there magrbeacy concerns for faculty and staff if those

data are made publidfhe data are used for carpexdsince most people who live within a 5
mile radius of campus drive, whereasatypeople tend to take the bus because of the cost
savings.

The suggestio was made to use W numbers and correlate them to routes taken. The number
could also be used to differentiate between sophomores, freshmen, etc. Saltzman asked
Anderson about what data are collected at the fare box. Anderson sdyaibds just seen
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data on ridership by route, but knoar$ot of dataare collected thouglsin 6t sur e whet h
data mining is conducted to fitene bus servicesMoreover,WTA cannot tellfrom the

datawhere people get off or continue their ridghe did state thatlven Western is in

session, there are 19,000,000 lus riders per day, whereas there are only 43000 riders

per day when it is not in session.

Sophomore andfreshmen livingon campugprimarily use the bus to take trip$f campus,
leaving their carstored in the resident hall parking lots.has been proposed to prohibit
freshmen from bringing cars to campadree up those spacdswever the University has
been opposed to such approach. Willis suggested using the LPR (License Plate Reader)
system to parse out the numberstdidentsvho live and park on campus. Th8BO could

sell only a certain number of permits to those lots to free up more parking spaces.

Putich stated that wasotherapproach, however faculty and staff were unlikely to park in a
residence hall parking lot when their work site wagea distance fronthere Also it goes
